@ With the brackets now attached to the sound
bar, pick up the sound bar and attach it to the
wall screws, similar to how you would hang a
picture. Make sure everything is tight.

NEW AIRPLAY SPEAKER" and complete
the setup process.

. Once setup is complete via either 3a or 3b,

you are now connected to your network and
Wi-Fi. Now you can enjoy both Chromecast
built-in and AirPlay from any device on the
same network.

. After this setup you may see an message on

the sound bar display that there is new
software available (NEW SW OK/NOT").
Please press “Play-Pause/OK” button on your
remote control to download software and
upgrade your sound bar or any other key to
skip for now.

Note:

In Standby mode, holding the "Play-Pause/OK"
key for 5 seconds will bring you to the system
settings menu. You can navigate with VOL +/-
and select options with "Play-Pause/OK". This
menu allows you to reset the system to factory
settings and may offer additional settings.

Setting up Works With Alexa

Note: This setup requires you to install the Alexa
app from the App Store or Google Play. If you
open the Alexa app you may automatically be
invited to set up your sound bar, in this case just
follow the steps. Otherwise proceed with the steps
below.

. Press and hold the > (next) button on the sound

bar remote for 5s until the display on the sound bar
shows ALEXA SETUP

. Now open the Alexa app on your device.
. Ifthe Alexa app indicates that your Bluetooth

function is not turned on, go to the Settings and
activate Bluetooth

. In the Alexa app, select the Devices tab and use

the "+" button to add a new device.

. Select "Speaker" for the kind of device and "TCL"

as the brand.

. You will now be asked to select the Wi-Fi network

you want the sound bar to connect to. This is
typically the same Wi-Fi network as your phone is
using. You may need to enter the Wi-Fi network's
password.

. After a short while, you will be asked to try out

some examples on how to use the soundbar and
after this, the display on the sound bar shows
ALEXA READY. Your setup is now complete.

Yes, the Sound Bar is compatible with any TV that has one of the
ports below:

1. HDMI supporting ARC/eARC (preferred)

2. Optical audio output (TOSLink)

When the Sound Bar and TV are both on, there is an echo
effect.

If you use HDMI-ARC connection, please check if the HDMI-CEC
feature of your TV is turned on. This feature may be called T-Link,
Anynet+, SimpLink, BRAVIA Link, EasyLink or VIERA Link*.

If using optical connection, simply mute the TV speaker.

How many sound modes are available?

Four sound modes - Movie, Music, TV and Night.

How do | get the best Wi-Fi connection?
e Ensure your Wi-Fi router is not too far away from the sound
bar and preferably in line of sight.

e High levels of data traffic over the Wi-Fi network can affect
the sound bar Wi-Fi performance.

What are the subwoofer LED indicator status
during pairing:

e Standby mode: flashes slowly.

e Pairing: flashes quickly.

e Paired: on solidly.

Pass through function equals to the extending of
HDMI IN, which switches on/off singular source of
sound passing through from the Audio / Visual
device to the TV.
