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Safety Warnings

• Operators always shall use appropriate protective clothing, including but not limited to a helmet, with appropriate certification, and any 
other equipment recommended by the manufacturer: Always wear protective equipment such as helmet, knee pads, and elbow pads.
• Always give way to pedestrians.
• Be alert to things in front and far away from you.
• Do not allow distractions when riding, such as answering the phone or engaging in any other activities.

• When you ride the product along with other riders, always keep a safe distance to avoid a collision.
• When turning, be sure to maintain your balance.

• The brake may become hot while operating, do not touch the brake with your bare skin.
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• Applying brakes too hard or too suddenly can lock up a wheel, which could cause you to lose control and fall. Sudden or excessive 
application of the brake may result in injury or death.
• If the brake loosens, please adjust with the hexagon wrench, or please contact Jetson Customer Care.
• Replace worn or broken parts immediately.

LET’S GO THROUGH THEM:
BRAKES
CHECK THE BRAKE IS IN GOOD WORKING ORDER. MAKE SURE PEDALS ROTATE BACKWARDS SMOOTHLY AND THAT THE 
REAR AXLE IS LUBRICATED.
STEERING
CHECK THAT THE HANDLEBAR AND STEM ARE SECURELY TIGHTENED. 
CRANKS AND PEDALS
CHECK THAT THE FOOT RESTS ARE SECURELY TIGHTENED TO THE CRANKS AND THAT THE CRANKS ARE TIGHTENED 
TO THE AXLE.
WHEELS AND TIRES
MAKE SURE THAT THE TIRES ARE INFLATED TO WITHIN THEIR MAXIMUM RECOMMENDED TIRE PRESSURE. CHECK TIRES 
FOR EXCESSIVE WEAR OR ANY DAMAGE AND THAT THE WHEEL RIMS ARE NOT DAMAGED. CHECK THAT THE WHEEL SPOKES 
ARE NOT BROKEN AND THAT THE AXLE NUTS ARE TIGHT.

1.1 Attaching the Seat

• INSERT SEAT POST INTO SEAT TUBE. 
SLIDE SEAT INTO STEM TUBE.
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SEAT CLAMP

KNOB

• TURN THE KNOB CLOCKWISE TO TIGHTEN SEAT CLAMP. CLOSE THE SEAT CLAMP.
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• MAKE SURE SEAT CLAMP IS SECURED AND SEAT IS STABLE.

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1.4 Stay Charged

• DON’T TURN ON THE LX10 WHILE IT’S CHARGING

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2.4 Riding the LX10

• BEFORE EACH RIDE, CHECK THAT THE HANDLEBAR AND SEAT ARE SECURE, THE TIRE PRESSURE IS SUFFICIENT, AND 
THE BRAKE SYSTEM WORKS CORRECTLY. 
• KEEP YOUR FEET ON THE FOOT RESTS. DO NOT RIDE WITH YOUR FEET DANGLING OVER THE SIDES AND ALWAYS STAY 
SEATED WHILE RIDING.
• TWIST THROTTLE: TRY TO TAKE IT EASY ON THE THROTTLE UNTIL YOU GET USED TO IT.
• HANDBRAKES: SQUEEZE EACH BRAKE SLOWLY TO AVOID STOPPING ABRUPTLY OR LOSING CONTROL.
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Care & Maintenance
CLEANING THE LX10
• Carefully wipe with a damp cloth, then dry with a dry cloth. 
• Do not use water to clean the LX10, as the electrical and electronic systems may get wet, resulting in personal injury or 
malfunction of the LX10.

BATTERY
• Keep away from fire and excessive heat. 
• Avoid intense physical impact and / or severe vibration. 
• Protect from water or moisture.
• Do not disassemble.
• If there are any issues with the battery, please contact Jetson Customer Care. We’d love to help!

STORAGE
• Remove batteries before storing. 
• Cover to protect against dust.
• Store indoors, in a dry place and at a suitable temperature.
